How much does it cost?
The following section describes the fees and expenses you could pay to buy, own and sell F Class units of the fund.

The fund has other classes of units. The fees and expenses are different for each class. You should ask about other classes of units that may be
suitable for you.

1. Sales charges

Instead of paying a sales charge on each transaction, you pay an annual fee to your dealer based on the value of your assets. You pay no sales
charge when you buy F Class units of the fund.

2. Fund expenses

You don't pay these expenses directly. They affect you because they reduce the returns of this class of the fund.
As of December 31, 2011, the F Class expenses of the fund were 1.98% of its value. This equals $20 for every $1,000 invested.

3. Other fees

F Class units are for investors who are enrolled in dealer sponsored wrap programs or flat fee accounts. You can buy F Class units only through
dealers who have entered into a F Class agreement with BMO Investments Inc. and only with the prior approval of BMO Investments Inc.

You may have to pay other fees when you buy, hold, sell or switch units of the fund.

Short-term trading fee Up to 2% of the amount that you redeem or switch if you buy or switch and then redeem or switch units of the
fund within 30 days of purchasing or switching them. This penalty will be paid directly to the fund.
